Proverbs 22:1 - A good name is to be more desired than great wealth, favor is better than silver and
gold.

Invite pupils to the front and dress them as superheroes. Share the characteristics of a super hero.
Explain that this week, we are going to all become superheroes of kindness: we are going to spread
kindness around the school - discuss in pairs how we can do this.

Share the nomination sheets for classes.
