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Welcome to Mars Learning Update for Spring Term 2023
Our topic for this term is entitled

Build A future
English
Years 1 start the term reading the book ‘Ice Planet’; the children then move on to enjoy a range of texts from The Bear and the Piano, The Storm Whale and Last Stop on Market Street. Reception pupils will share the book ‘On Sudden Hill’, which looks at the subject of friends. During the term, Reception children will cover a range of genre from ‘Penguins’ by National Geographic to a range of books including The Snail and the Whale by our focus author Julia Donaldson.
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Maths
This term, the Reception children wiil be working with zero and numbers 10 in the second part of the term they wil work on numbers to 20. We will be finding out about the language of measuring capacity, length, height and time. 
Year One will work on place value, addition and subtraction. They    will also be learning about length, height weight and volume. 
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Science
In science this term, the children will be looking at changing seasons. We plan to observe changes in the local environment that have occurred with changing seasons. The children will enjoy a range of activities with a winter theme. At the end of this term, children will observe the changeover to spring.
Children will develop their investigative skills through the theme of Materials as they identify and name a range of materials and the uses of everyday materials. 
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 RE

In RE this term, we will look at the Kingdom of God and ask questions about what kind of king was Jesus and what Jesus said about the kingdom of God.  We will then think about why Christians are happy on Easter day and what happens in church at Easter.
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Computing                                                                                     
We will begin learning about staying safe online this term, using the Purple Mash age-appropriate apps. We will use programs to sort data and then represent information in pictograms. 
Geography
This term, the children will be focussing  on the local area and using simple fieldwork and observational skills. 
History 
This term, the children will be studying local history, including the life and works of CA Tunnicliffe.  We plan to go to Macclesfield Museum to look at some of his works of art. 
PSHE
This term, Mars will learn how to assess and react to a range of risks safely, from using electricity to crossing the road and what to do in the event of a fire.
PE

In PE sessions this term, children will be working with PAS on a range of sports skills including hockey and gymnastics .
Music

In the first half-term, the pupils will explore rhythm using drums.After half term they will learn how glockenspiels work and how to play them. By the end of the term the pupils will be playing a tune together on the glockenspiels.
Art and Design    The children will be using a range of printing techniques in the first half term. They will see examples from famous artists and look at repeating patterns and different ways to create them. For the rest of the term, the children will take inspiration from design throughout history as they work on construction.
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
